From the word hieroglyphic, a glyph displays data in the form of a 
picture.  Each student used various math skills (counting, geometry, odd/even, 
greater than/less than) to create a FALL SCARECROW GLYPH. 

� � Fifth Grade enjoyed the use of SMART Board (interactive whiteboard 
developed by SMART Technologies) to learn about place value, map skills, note 
taking, and more.  SMART Boards enable us to use the Internet, practice 
computer skills and gain hands-on-experience.  Children learn the most when 
they are enjoying the process!   

� � Sixth Grade finished writing “Why They are a Super Star.”   This amazing, talented group of students has 
been learning how to witness to the influence of the SON OF GOD in their lives.  Their Health and Science 
classes have been demonstrating to them the  importance of maintaining healthy and safe bodies.  For sixth 
graders, the day goes quickly! 

� � Science (6th, 7th &  8th Grade) has been emphasizing lab safety.  Students have formulated safety rules  
while learning about procedures, safety symbols and their application in different situations.  For example, 
“Lily”  started a lab activity before reading it through completely—the rule is “ read the entire lab activity 
before proceeding to the experiment.”   “Anna”  claims that safety goggles mess up her hair and refuses to 
wear them—the rule is “safety goggles must be worn to prevent damage to your eyes.”   LAB SAFETY 
AWARENESS is important in order to have a year of safe lab experiments.  The children enjoyed finding 
appropriate and inappropriate behavior on  their assigned worksheets. 

� � Eighth Grade students on Long Island will take the Catholic High School Entrance Exam on  Saturday, 
10/31.  OLPH will be offering a prep class for this exam (meets Thursdays after school for 6 weeks—began 
9/22 ends 10/27).  The course consists of 2 hrs. of intensive drill in Math and Language Arts.  Please keep 
our eighth graders in your prayers as they take this next step on their life journey. 

� � Art:  All grades continue to work on SQUARE ART designs for our fundraiser.  First graders will be using last 
week’s handprints as a base to create a colorful  horse, fish, bird or Santa Claus.  They will add details with 
tempera paint.
