Sixth Grade – in Religion class 
we saw how God’s Chosen 
People had hope because of their 
belief in the Father and how 
much He loved them.

In Science class, we  are 
learning about the inside of the 
earth.  We walk on the crust, but 
the inside of the earth—the 
core— is very hot and is made 
up of molten rock. 

Seventh Grade – in Science, we 
are finishing up Mitosis (the 
process by which a cell divides 
into two daughter cells, each of 
which has the same number of 
chromosomes as the original 
cell.) and are starting on Meiosis 
(a process of cell division during 
which the nucleus divides into 
four nuclei, each of which 
contains half the usual number of 
chromosomes). 
 
 These are the way our cells 
divide and make new cells.  They 
receive the information from our 
DNA. 
 

Eighth Grade – we are still 
working on oxidation and 
hydrates (compounds containing 
water) in chemical formulas.  
Chemistry keeps us on our toes!  
Our Science Fair Projects are in 
and will be displayed at our 
Open House on January 31 
(today) in the Science Lab.  
Come in and visit our school 
and view our extraordinary 
science projects!
